Coronavirus/ COVID-19 Update — Sydenham School

| am sure that you are all following the news closely and that you are aware of the new
Coronavirus advice that came out today from Public Health England (PHE).

Following updated government guidance, it is essential that if any students or staff
members develop the following specific symptoms, they stay at home:

* a high temperature
* a new continuous cough.

Do not go (or take your child) to a GP surgery, pharmacy or hospital. You do not need
to contact 111 to tell them you're staying at home. Please follow the guidance at this
link for details of how long to stay at home for and check for regular updates.

Please let the school know as soon as possible if your child is unwell.

In line with current Public Health England advice, if anyone becomes ill with a fever or
cough symptoms during the school day they will be sent home. Please make sure
that the school has up-to-date contact details for you and that you keep your
phone close to hand so that we can get in touch with you if necessary. This is
an important expectation that we have of all parents and carers at this time.

At the time of writing, Sydenham School does not have any confirmed COVID-19
cases within the school community.

We understand that families are concerned about the risk of their child catching the
Coronavirus and that some may want to keep their children at home even though they
are not required to do so according to the advice from the government. However, all
students who are well enough to come to school and not showing the symptoms
described above, should attend school as normal.

We continue to follow the advice of the Department for Education and Public Health
England in school. Please remind your child of the importance of washing their hands
properly and regularly. We are taking extra care with cleaning; there are increased full
time cleaners on site during the school day ensuring that surfaces, door handles etc
are kept clean. We will continue to follow advice and we will keep you informed of the
ever-changing situation and what the school is doing in response to it.
